Christ Church Lutheran was constructed using common but attractive building materials to convey an “honest” and modern expression of spirituality. Today, those materials are showing the effects of six decades of exposure and erosion. The church’s tower is deteriorating: mortar is chipping, brick is spalling and the welds that attach the cross to the tower are failing.
We applied for and received a $160,000 “Save our Treasures” federal grant to pay for part of the tower restoration. The Reaching New Heights: Match the Grant! campaign will raise the remaining funds required to restore the tower to its original condition and preserve its architectural integrity. As we look to the future, we also see additional needs for our beautiful spaces. This campaign will also raise funds to plan for building-related items such as the renovation of the courtyard, installation of a new organ, and improved access and signage.
